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CDC Course in International Epidemiology
June 30 - July 25, 1986

The Centers for Disease Control, Atlanta, Georgia, will offer a four-week
course in epidemiologic methods from Junme 30 to July 25, 1986. The course,
known as the International Track of the annual Epidemic Intelligence Service
(EIS) course, will be structured as follows:

Heek 1: Introduction to the Centers for Disease Control —-
presentations on the organization and work of the CDC by representatives of
each center, with examples of outbreak investigatioms, long-term studies in
infectious and chronic disease, and preventive services. Participants will
have the opportumity to schedule individual meetings with scientists at CDC
who are involved in similar fields of special intecest.

Week 2: Core EIS course -- participants will join incoming EIS
officers and domestic health personnel for a series of lectures on basic
epidemiologic methods and basic statistical analysis. Lectures will be
complemented by individual and small group discussions of problems based on
past CDC investigations. These problems require the application of
theoretical principles to practical situstions.

Week 3-4: International Track EIS course -- participants will continue
to become familiar with epidemiologic methods and analytical techniques
through four major activities:
