OVERVIEW

FETP is a residency training program established in 1980 by the cooperation between the
Thai Ministry of Public Health, US Centers for Disease Control and The World Health Organization.
The program consists of a 2 year training course for young Thai physicians. The academic course starts in June
each year with a 4 weeks introductory course aiming at providing basic epidemiology, biostatistics,
applications of computer and problem exercises and a 1 week field trip focusing on basic surveillance system.
